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ADSBS Registry Amnesty Program
The Board of Directors of the American Dorper Sheep Breeders Society has approved a six-month

“amnesty” program to allow owners who have fallen behind on registration and transfer work to catch
up at discounted rates.  With the demand for stock being strong, we recognize that there are Dorper and
White Dorper stock around the countryside that cannot be sold with papers, only because the owner or
past owner didn’t keep the papers up.

The amnesty period, from October 1, 2010 through March 31, 2011, will enable paperwork to be
caught up on these and other animals without “late fees”.    For example, if you sold purebred or
fullblood animals, but never transferred the papers to the new owner, this can be done for $10 per head,
rather than with a late penalty totaling $20 per head.  Likewise, if you have older animals to register,
the paperwork can be processed without any late penalty, but only until Mar ch 31, 2011.

If you are aware of Dorper or White Dorper owners in the situations described above, or others with
percentage stock that has not been registered or transferred, they are welcome to come back to ADSBS.
If they are no longer dues paid members, they can pay the current dues and process the older paperwork.
Please pass the word along to Dorper and White Dorper owners so they can take advantage of this
special program.

There were also successful sales in
California, Ohio, Oklahoma, Tennessee
and Texas as our breeds continue to
grow.

Youth Futurity program saw a record
number of nominated ewe lambs sold at
sales throughout the country.

We held our first National Junior
Dorper Show at the North American
International Livestock Exposition in
Louisville, Kentucky.  Champion Ram
honors went to Cassidy Lobdell of Illinois
and Reserve to Seth Gillespie of Texas.
Champion Ewe was won by Seth
Gillespie, while Payton Nix of Missouri
won the Reserve title.

Our 2010 National Show featured
another strong set of Dorpers and White
Dorpers.  In the Dorper show,
Riverwood Farms of Ohio won both
Champion and Reserve Champion Rams,
while T&A Dorpers of Ohio won
Champion Ewe and Premier Exhibitor.
Seth Gillespie of Texas won Reserve
Champion Ewe honors.  The White
Dorpers were dominated by Hamilton
Sheep Station of Texas as they won
Champion and Reserve Champion Rams,
Champion Ewe, first place Flock, and

Course for breeders and beginning judges

on July 21-22 at Tennessee Tech
University in Cookeville, Tennessee,
followed by the Southern States Dorper
Sale the next day.  Following the sale we
will host the more advanced Judges
School for experienced sheep judges.

We are exploring opportunities for
Dorper/White Dorper participation in ram
performance tests, progeny tests and
carcass evaluations, as a way to ensure
that our show ring standards follow
commercial utility!

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The Board of Directors of the American Dorper Sheep
Breeders Society met by conference call on November 3, 2010.
The meeting was called to order at 7:04 PM CDT by President
Alan McAnelly.  Present on the call were board members: Alan
McAnelly, Doug VanWell, Philip Glass, Tom Greene, Ron
Guenther, Antonio Juarez, Kathy Lewis and Vinson Kirchner.
Also on the call was Executive Secretary Doug Gillespie and
member J. Daniel Rivers.

Motion was made, seconded and VOTED to accept the
minutes of the June 9, 2010 conference call.

Tom Greene presented a current financial report, indicating
that ADSBS had spent about $4,000 more than current income,
with two months remaining in the budget year.  It was noted
that most dues income occurs in December, so it is anticipated
that our year-end reports will show close to break-even
operations.

Doug Gillespie presented the Registry report, showing
registration and transfer numbers running about the same as
last year.  Doug reported that Philip Glass was working with
our computer programmer on the ABRI online database project.
Our programmer had indicated another $2,500 in programming
costs above the $2,500 approved by the Board.  It was decided
that once Philip has a complete cost estimate from all sources,
further Board discussion and budget approval was needed.

The Board discussed a possible Bylaw amendment to
increase the age of Junior Members to under 21.  There was
concern expressed that this was too high, and that instead of
amending the bylaws, ADSBS allow any ADSBS member within
the age limits to show in the All-American Junior Show and
NAILE Junior Show, as this seems to be the reason for the
suggestion.  Motion was made, seconded and VOTED to have
Doug Gillespie develop and circulate by email language to be
considered on the next call, prior to AGM.

The Board discussed complaints received from members
regarding possible unethical practices by ADSBS member and
certified judge Johan duToit.  It was moved, seconded and
VOTED to temporarily suspend Mr. duToit’s membership, and
remove his name from the list of certified judges until a final
decision is made.  Mr. duToit is to be notified in writing, and
given 14 days to respond in writing regarding the complaints.

In related discussion, it was suggested that a statement be
put on the certified judges list that all listings are at the pleasure
of the ADSBS Board of Directors.

The upcoming 2011 National Show in Fort Worth was
discussed.  The FWSSR has included classes for Aged sheep,
but it was moved, seconded and VOTED not to allow the
Aged class winners to compete in the National Champion drives.
It was further moved, seconded and VOTED to exclude aged

sheep from future National shows and sales.  Doug Gillespie
was asked to draft a specific policy for consideration by the
Show & Sale Committee.  It was also recommended that we
reinstate fall lamb classes in Winter shows.

The Mid-America Dorper Show & Sale, April 15-16 was
discussed.  It was decided to seek improved facilities for the
event.  Doug has explored Ada, OK, but they have very limited
space and penning and 100 head would be their maximum.
Doug will look into Purcell, OK and other venues.

The Southern States Dorper Show & Sale will be held
July 22-23 in Cookeville, TN.  The show will be Friday
afternoon/evening, and the sale early Saturday afternoon.  It
was agreed to host a Dorper Course at the same location on
Thursday, July 21 and Friday, July 22.  It was agreed to select
several potential South African instructors, and invite them
with the plan that ADSBS would pay their expenses here, but
not airfare to the US.  Doug will gather names from Board
members, and circulate to obtain a ranking of suggested
instructors.  Kathy Lewis indicated that there might be interest
in having the instructor come early for typing inspections and
a program in conjunction with the West Coast Sale the prior
weekend.  ADSBS will also conduct a Judges School in
Cookeville on July 23-24, similar to that conducted in Hamilton,
TX in 2010.

The Board discussed publication of The Dorper Journal in
2011.  Kathy Lewis was reluctant to chair the project, and
asked Board members to recruit volunteers.  Real need to focus
on editorial content, quality photos, and commercial
advertisers.  Agreed to put the topic on the agenda for next
meeting.

Kathy & Paul Lewis will coordinate ADSBS display at the
ASI meetings in January 2011.

Question was raised about the use of photos in member
ads and websites of animals that don’t belong to the member.
It was agreed to publish a note in the newsletter advising
members that this practice is not appropriate as a “truth in
advertising” practice.

There was discussion about practice of ADSBS sending
out emails to membership on behalf of specific export activities
and other matters.  No firm policy was decided, but consensus
was that, in general, the proponent should either buy an ad in
the newsletter, or buy the ADSBS membership list and send
out their own communication.  Philip Glass agreed to write an
article for the newsletter advising members on things to consider
when exploring export opportunities.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:34 PM CDT.
